· Once in your respective rooms, the facilitators will review the session goals and provide instructions for identifying the traits, competencies, and challenges for the new President.

· Index cards will be provided for you to write down your initial thoughts about these “Presidential Attributes” (these cards are simply for taking notes, and will not be collected).

· In small groups you will be given time to discuss:

· Traits – 10 minutes

· Competencies – 10 minutes

· Challenges (internal and external) – 10 minutes

· Each room will then have time for a brief review and discussion of their ideas.

· All five breakout groups will then reconvene in the Lecture Hall at 3:45 pm.

· One facilitator from each group will summarize their discussion and share the key points with the entire Town Meeting audience.
