Students Enrolled at LPC in Spring 2020

Enrolled Students = 8590
Expected marginalized students to be served:

African-American 340 4%
Asian-American 1681 20%
Filipino 383 4%
Latino 2496 29%
Native American 13 0%
Pacific Islander 42 0%
Multi-Ethnic 603 7%
Unknown 214 2%
TOTAL 5772 66%

Note: This is the minimum number of students to be served. There is no data on LBGTQ+ population and other 
marginalized populations.
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The Vision
We envision this space to not only house, but serve multiple marginalized student 
communities, including but not limited to most learning communities (Puente and Umoja) as 
well as undocumented students, ESL, and others. There is sufficient space for possible future 
expansion that could include groups such as Asian Americans & Pacific Islanders (AAPI), Filipino 
learning communities such as Kababayan, LBGTQ+ and other culture-based learning communities.

We envision a minimum of 66% or 5772 marginalized students to be served in this community 
Center.
