California Community Colleges are subject to Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act. As a result, I am responsible to ensure that all web content I use in my course is accessible to students with disabilities. Web accessibility includes, but is not limited to, access for students with physical or learning disabilities.

The California Community College Chancellor’s Office responded to Section 508 by stating, “...any distance education courses, resources or materials purchased or leased from a third-party provider... must be accessible to students with disabilities.”
