 Notes of Highlights of Chabot College Nursing  from Nancy Cowan’s Presentation

· Out of 700 applications received at Chabot for this Fall start group, 42% did not follow application directions correctly – (apps. weren’t accepted)

· Nursing applicants must submit an application to attend Chabot College in January if they hope to start the Nursing Program the following Fall. They do not need to be taking a class at Chabot the Spring semester prior, and even if they are attending LPC, they still must  submit the application which is online to attend Chabot.

· Follow directions from Nursing application website carefully  (it is on 94 flyer)

· App. and transcripts   must be received by Jan 31 2007 deadline.  Students must report all transcripts from other colleges!!
· ValleyCare has 20 Chabot students & some students from other Co. colleges. They are still working out teleconferencing. Students do travel to Hayward hospitals, and other Bay Area facilites.

· 40 students were accepted to Chabot site, so total of 60 accepted. Students at the ValleyCare site live in LPC geographical areas; Chabot students live in Hayward geog. Area.

· Math – Students must pass the Medications test by the 6th week into the program or they will be dropped from the Nursing program.  Students must be competent with fractions and decimals in particular. If student took Math some time ago, it is suggested to take a refresher.
· LVN to RN – These students complete an Advanced Standing application. They will usually need to take Phys1 and Micro 1 – most LVN Schools courses don’t meet the requirement. Nursing 70, which is required, is offered at Chabot in the Spring only. Nancy said she usually has room for all LVN students in the program. 
· Rigor of Program – The Chabot Nursing program is like being in 3 sciences with labs all at the same time.
· Selection Process - -overall GPA, Grade in English 1A, repetition of Anatomy (including a W). This all goes into a cut score which must be .61 or better. Repeating of Anatomy will lower criterion score, but if student got an A or B in English this will offset it.
Those making the cut score, and who live in the geographical areas are put into  lottery pools and selected.  If students aren’t selected from the pool, they go into a 2nd pool, which now includes students from out of the district geographical areas.  Names are selected and computer assigns alternate #’s. If in first 10 of alternate Pool, - student has a very good chance of getting in. 

· Arrest Records – Hospitals require this – many hospitals won’t allow students if they have a record for theft, fraud, disturbing the peace, domestic violence, definitely not for sex offenders.
· Prior to Program – when notified of acceptance, students are informed but they could do in advance; CPR Certification – must be American Heart Ass. And, students must have Health Insurance while in program.
· Not Accepted- Nancy recommended students take Medical Terminology if not accepted and planning to re-apply. This helps a great deal while in program.
