develop a repertoire and perform in music department recitals or juries.


V.
 CONTENT:


A.
 A student who elects this course will take private lessons with a teacher of choice, off 


 campus, and will pay the teacher’s regular fee.



1. 
A minimum of 15 (30 minute) lessons are required.

A minimum of 5 hours of individual weekly practice is required.

An agreement between the student and private teacher will be signed and filed with 



the Las Positas College teacher of record.  The agreement will specify:

 Materials to be studied during the semester

Methods of evaluation:



1. 
The student will submit a list of exercises and literature being studied.



2. 
The student will be auditioned at the end of the semester by a panel of the music 



faculty at Las Positas College.



3. 
The student may (at the discretion of the music faculty) be asked to perform on the 



Music Department Recital in lieu of a jury audition.



4. 
A confidential assessment of progress and grade recommendation will be filed by 



the private teacher.  The Las Positas College instructor of record will determine the 



final grade.
