Participation in scheduled music productions.  Includes music support for drama productions, college musicals, and other major performances.  Enrollment is for the duration of the production.

Expected Outcomes for Students:


Upon completion of the course, the student should:

be able to earn one or more units of college credit by performing in an ensemble that would include music for the support of a drama production, college musical, and/or special group organized to support regularly scheduled college activities;

by time of performance, thoroughly understand the assigned musical part and relevant nature of the ensemble to the production as a whole.

Course Content:

Since this is an activity course relating to specific productions, the course content will vary according to the choice of the musical score.  Students enrolling in this course will be assigned specific responsibilities and will be expected to meet a specific time schedule.

Methods of Presentation:

Each student enrolled will be responsible to the instructor(s) in charge of the production and will be expected to meet the responsibilities of the position.

Methods of Evaluating Student Progress:

Each student will be evaluated upon his/her record of participation and upon the total contribution he/she makes to the production.
