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Course Outline for Music 10A

CHROMATIC HARMONY AND MUSICIANSHIP 

I. CATALOG DESCRIPTION:

MUS 10A — Chromatic Harmony and Musicianship — 4 units
Elements of both diatonic and chromatic harmony through part writing and ear training exercises as typified by musical practice from 1600 to the present.  Continues solfeggio; chord recognition; melodic, rhythmic, and harmonic dictation; and figured bass realization.  Introduces chorale dictation, chromatic four-part voice leading, chord progression and succession techniques, non-chord tones using figuration and rhythmic displacement, and mode mixture.  Prerequisite:  Music 8B (completed with a grade of “C” or higher).   3 hours lecture, 2 hours laboratory.

III. PREREQUISITE AND/OR ADVISORY SKILLS:

Before entering the course, students should be able to:

B. show sufficient command of these materials to be able to compose a song or small form for piano or other instrument, complete with an acceptable accompaniment, and with interesting and correct harmony, melody, and rhythm;

C. analyze music to discover its form, melodic, harmonic and rhythmic content;

D. display the ability to use the materials of music to analyze aural composition (music that you hear)

E. express knowledge of ranges and transposition of orchestral instruments.

I. demonstrate understanding of the musical style of the above-mentioned periods.
