REVISED FINANCIAL AID POLICY EFFECTIVE SUMMER TERM 2010
REGARDING EXCESSIVE UNIT AND REINSTATEMENT PETITIONS
Las Positas College is facing a reduction of resources and personnel at a time of great demand and a time of great change. As such, we will have to make hard choices about how to spend our collective resources in order to best serve our students under these difficult circumstances. 

To this end the following revisions to financial aid policies are effective July 2010:
1)  Financial Aid applicants who have attempted the equivalent of  90+ units at Las Positas/Chabot Colleges will be considered one time only for an appeal for an additional time frame of eligibility for federal aid. Any second and subsequent requests for extended time frames will be denied with one exception: if the need for extended time is a result of the student having enrolled in fewer courses per term than originally expected, but there were no courses which were not program requirements. Other than this exception, applicants will have had extended access to higher education by this time.

2) Financial Aid applicants who have earned the equivalent of 90+ units in any college/university on the planet will not be considered for any additional time frame of eligibility at Las Positas College unless and until they have submitted official prior academic transcripts from their previous college(s) and completed an Excessive Units Petition  (which includes evaluation of those transcripts) with a college counselor 
3) Financial Aid applicants who have become disqualified due to lack of satisfactory progress will be considered one time only for an appeal for extended probation through a Reinstatement petition. Any second and subsequent requests for extended probation of aid eligibility will be denied. The applicant may reinstate himself/herself by policies already in place per the Las Positas College Satisfactory Academic Progress Policy. 

4)  Financial Aid applicants who submit an appeal for an extended time frame of eligibility (excessive units petition) and/or extended probation (Reinstatement petition) will receive a response within six weeks of submission to the financial aid office.
