As the District Board is aware, since all College and District functions are stretched rather thinly during this economic downturn, to participate in Classified Senate is an above-and-beyond volunteer activity.  (Classified Professionals do not receive “Release” or “Reassigned” time as faculty do per their contract).  
Therefore, the Classified Senate appreciates the support of our supervisors and the Chancellor to continue to contribute on College Committees, fundraising for scholarships, and fundraising for continuing professional development for Classified Professionals.
Continuing Goals
These goals have been in place for several years and we continue to work toward them, as well as toward the College Shared Governance goals:
1. Encourage involvement with the community, student clubs, and assist in promoting the awareness of the College as making an Astonishing Difference to students;
2. Promote a positive learning and working environment, including acknowledging the importance of Classified Staff in their roles and contributions to the College;

6. Plan a Spring Flex Day to continue to shed light on “The Hidden Gems of LPC”.  [Eg., “Mining Our Hidden Gems”; “Polishing Our Hidden Gems”; “How Classified Gems Shine in the Teaching Environment”; etc.]
7. Continue candy sales, silent auction(s), yard sale(s), and donation drives, as volunteers are available, to add to the scholarship and flex day funds.  
8. Continue to recognize our Classified Professional peers with “Sunshine Cards”.  Many thanks to Connie Reding for acting as the Sunshine Person for a number of years!
9. Provide as many student scholarships as possible in May 2011.  Sscholarships in May 2010 were $100 gift certificates to the LPC Bookstore. Students need not have qualified for a Pell or other grant; this captures many students with financial need who otherwise would ‘fall through the cracks.’
