Information on State of California Education Laws and Codes

The State of California has almost 1,000 pages of Education Code, many of which pertain directly to the California Community Colleges.  The Education Code consists of laws passed by the legislature and approved by the Governor.  
In addition, California has several hundred pages of Title 5 Regulations that are rules passed by the Board of Governors of the California Community Colleges intended to implement the more general Education Code provisions, as well as other California codes such as the Government Code, Labor Code, etc.  
Finally, of course, there are a multitude of district policies and regulations adopted by the Board of Trustees of the Chabot Las Positas Community College District with which one would need to become familiar, as well as our own college catalog that contains many provisions which one will have to follow on occasions such as student discipline, grievances, etc.

 

It could take several years for one to fully understand all of California’s and the district’s applicable codes, but in the interim it will be the intention of support staff and administrators to advise new administrators as they face various decisions and issues of the need to review any applicable code, regulation or policy sections.  
Current staff will notify the Vice Presidents as well as other administrators of the necessity to brief new administrators or president, to the extent possible, when it will be necessary for you to look up something before you act or render a decision.
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
