PIN RESET

identification number and PIN before the account becomes disabled.

STUDENT FEE INCREASE PROPOSALS

Proposals to increase the student health and parking fees will be forwarded to the Chabot-Las Positas
Community College District Board of Trustees for their review and approval during the December 2019
board meeting. It has been proposed that the student health fee be increased by $1 per semester/term to
help support the programs and services offered by the Student Health & Wellness Center. It has been
proposed that the parking fee be increased by $5 per semester to help support the services offered by the

Office of Campus Safety & Security. No changes are being proposed to change the daily or summer
parking rate. Students who receive the California College Promise Grant fee waiver will be exempt from
the rate increase.
