2.  Treasurer’s Report:  Ms. McCauley reported the social account beginning balance to be $2,128.21.  April expenses totaled $1,250.00 leaving a balance of $878.21.
3.   Status of fundraiser for Summer:  Ms. DeNisco highlighted various items donated to the summer fundraising basket.  It was suggested the items might be able to be displayed in building 100.  Ms. Zeigler indicated she could also take a picture and distribute it.  Everyone was encouraged to promote ticket sales.  The drawing will be held on May 30.

Fundraising Updates: It was announced that Karen Zeigler has volunteered to fill the vacant Vice President of Fundraising position within the Classified Senate.  Ms. Ahre brought forward a potential fundraising idea.  She proposed the Senate collect unwanted textbooks from faculty who want to dispose of the multitude of books they receive and sell them to a book buyer once a month.  This will allow the Senate to garner additional funds and assist faculty.  She cited the number of books ever present in the mailroom as a place to start.  By consensus it was agreed the idea will be pursued as a possible on-going fundraising mechanism.

Ms. Ulrech provided a brief report on the recent Chancellor’s Council meeting.  Items highlighted:

· The Governor’s May revise: $75 million, $35 million for growth, no COLA, and 7% cuts in categorical programs.

· Governor’s proposed change in the Lottery.
· Summer schedule: Communication from Human Resources should be distributed shortly.  In a nutshell, the Board of Trustees does not want the college campuses closed on Friday’s.  All offices will be open to better serve the community.  An option to work an alternative schedule will be available this summer; however, it will be at the discretion of an individual’s supervisor.  In 2009, all offices at both college’s and the district will be open and work a regular schedule (hours) during the summer. 
· Next month, the Chancellor will be submitting to the Board of Trustees a proposal to hire more staff.   The proposal seeks to hire both new and existing positions at the colleges and district office.  Positions will consist of:

· Risk Management/Emergency Preparedness coordinator  (District office)
· Human Resources

· Public Relations – It was reported Ms. Aries will be leaving the district.  This position will be filled.

· Two (2) additional Marketing positions (LPC and Chabot)

Ms. Ulrech noted concern has been raised as to how the positions will be funded given the forecasted budget; however, it was reported it will be through Contract Education and Economic Development Programs.   It is anticipated additional information will be available at a later date.

Discussion of vacant seats: It was noted there are still several vacant positions. It may be a topic to re-address next year.  Everyone was encouraged to solicit individuals to serve in the vacant positions.

Discussion of Fall BBQ: Due to a change in the schedule this year, Convocation will be held on Monday, August 18.  Division meetings will be on Tuesday the 19th with classes starting on Wednesday.   The question arose as to whether or not there will be sufficient time and manpower to organize/set-up the event.  It was suggested that since division meetings occur in the morning, perhaps it could follow, and either be partially or fully catered through Elite.  In an effort to reduce costs, the menu can be simplified (i.e. hot dogs and hamburgers.)   Ms. Peifer reminded everyone that most classified staff will also be attending the division meetings therefore, there may not be enough assistance to set-up, etc.  


A brief discussion ensued regarding having the event later in the semester.  Overall, most present felt it would be better to host it in August due to the fact the semester tends to become more hectic.  Most everyone agreed that it is a “traditional” event which provides good “PR” for the Senate and Classified staff.  



Ms. DeNisco noted volunteers can be solicited, as not all classified have divisions.  It can be communicated via materials distributed at Convocation.  A vote on whether or not to move forward with the BBQ on Tuesday, August 19 was asked for.
