Updates and Old Business
1.  Raffle Update – Ms. Zeigler reported sales are going well.  Pictures of the gifts should be distributed shortly.  Everyone thought the flyer was very nicely done.  The raffle ends on December 12.  
2. Cookbook Update – Recipes should be sent to Carmen McCauley or to Brian Hagopian.   David Everett has agreed to provide wine pairing information and Fredda Cassidy has donated her time to design it at no cost.  Ms. DeNisco indicated she would like this to be one of the Spring fundraisers.  
3.  Fundraising Updates – The proposed coffee sales has been put on hold.  It was felt there have been enough fundraisers this Fall.  Should there be a shortfall in fundraising; one idea proposed was to solicit a straight donation from each classified staff member of $3.  Ms. DeNisco inquired if three (3) individuals would be interested in working the concession stand during a game should the Classified Senate move forward with sponsoring it.  It wasn’t clear what game it would be; Mr. Eddy announced the athletic schedules are posted on the web.  
4. Senator Updates – Ms. Schanelle Green was welcomed; she is the new Transfer Center Coordinator.  
5. Treasurer’s Report – The ending balance for the month of October was $1005.44.  Expenses for October/November were $276.25; leaving a remaining social account balance of $729.19.
6.  Committee Reports – No reports.  Ms. DeNisco reported it has been suggested oral committee reports be provided.  Additional discussion is needed before a determination can be made.  It was suggested perhaps a synopsis could be included in the Classified Connection newsletter.

Ms. Martinez commented and provided an additional perspective.  She noted that based upon her preliminary research, a compressed calendar does not bode well for Classified staff.  She explained it originated within the Calendar Committee and moved to the Chancellor.  Ms. Martinez clarified she has not made personal determinations to date, but encouraged all Classified staff to thoroughly research and explore the proposed calendar system; as well as any other options.  Suggestions were made for how best to get all Classified staff informed and involved:
