In Fall 2025, Health, Kinesiology and Nutrition classes (Area E) will no longer be required for transfer to CSU
(excluded from CalGETC). This will impact enrollments even further and likely limit course offerings in these
disciplines. As of Fall 2024, the college has decided to keep these courses in our local degree pathways,
fortunately, which may help keep some of these classes afloat. Currently, there is a large group of nutrition
faculty working together statewide (over 60 nutrition faculty and administrators) to submit and get nutrition
curriculum approved under the CalGETC standards for 5B (Biological Science). This resolution will be presented
at plenary in November and is asking the ASCCC to urge and collaborate with our UC and CSU partners to
update their UC Transfer Eligibility Standards for Science and the CalGETC course review process for Nutrition
as a science eligible for category B2. For this to happen, we need the support of the college, our AS president
and colleagues.

Will continue to work with Chabot’s Climate
Action group and with our LPC intern to help update NTRN courses with climate curriculum relevant to food systems,
environmental racism, food justice and food equity topics since Nutrition has recently been added as an elective to the
Environmental Studies Degree.

1) Students are to acquire knowledge to develop health promotion and disease prevention programs that
address diverse populations within a community (ethnicity, socioeconomic status, and regional resources)

2) Students are able to critically evaluate factors influencing obesity, and the metabolic consequences of
obesity, as it relates to disease prevention.

There is a total of 3 PSLOs for the AS-T Nutrition Degree. We evaluate these PSLO’s on a 3-year cycle, so these
PSLO’s were evaluated based on the planning cycle.

Most students are achieving “Mastery” and “Above Average” scores for all PSLO’s. Between 4-14% of students
received “Below Average” scores. Overall, | am pleased with the outcomes of these reports. Changes being
made in the classroom (activity and project-based learning, creating discussions to promote student’s
responsibility in learning the material, team and group work for quizzes and study sessions) have all been
beneficial for students to meet learning outcomes. As nutrition faculty, we hope to continue to improve the
way we implement curriculum in the classroom based on how students are performing on assessments
