AS and Certificate in Engineering Technology (same classes in both) ~ ENGR 1 and ENGR 23 are offered every semester each year, but only map to 2 of the 3 PSLOs. During the first two years, we will look at
the content and problem solving PSLOs and see if there are differences between the two semesters. For ENGR 1, we will also assess any differences between the 1 day a week and 2 day a week sections offered
in the Fall.

As the Engineering department collects more data, we will disaggregate the data in a variety of ways to see if there are any trends that can be observed and will report them out in our yearly Program Review.
